
TONIGHT’S MATCH: The Portland Timbers travel to face the Kitsap Pumas of the Premier
Development League in the first round of the 2009 Lamar Hunt U.S. Open Cup tournament.
Tonight’s match opens a stretch of three games in five days for the Timbers.

LATE SAVAGE GOAL LIFTS TIMBERS TO WIN OVER MONTREAL: A last minute goal by
midfielder Keith Savage lifted the Portland Timbers to a 1-0 win over
the Montreal Impact in front of 6,427 at PGE Park on June 4. Savage,
who entered the match as a sub in the 78th minute, scored his first
professional goal, defender Cameron Knowles collected an assist
and goalkeeper Steve Cronin
recorded his second consecutive
shutout to lead the Timbers to their
third straight win and extend the
team’s unbeaten streak to eight
games. The Timbers took advan-

tage of their chances in the final third and out-shot the
Impact 19-2. Portland’s build up paid off late, as Savage
delivered the game-winning strike as the clock hit
regulation. Defender David Hayes played a free kick
from 30 yards out from the right side that found
Knowles at the back post. Knowles headed the ball
back across the box to Savage in space, and Savage
drilled his shot from close range into the back of the
net.

KNOWLES NAMED TO USL-1 TEAM OF THE WEEK -
WEEK 9: United Soccer Leagues announced today that
Timbers defender Cameron Knowles was selected
to the USL First Division Team of the Week for Week 9.
Knowles recorded his first assist since 2007 and aided
in the Timbers’ fifth shutout of the season in a 1-0 win
over the Impact.

CRAZY EIGHT: With the win over Montreal last week,
the Timbers extended their unbeaten streak in league
play to eight games, which ranks among the longest
unbeaten streaks in modern franchise history. Portland has built two previous eight-game
unbeaten streaks; the first in 2006 (May 21-June 18: 4-0-4) and again in 2007 (June 21-
July 21: 7-0-1). The Timbers longest unbeaten streak is 10 games set back in 2004; the
team finished the regular season with a record of 7-0-3 over its final 10 games from July
28-Aug. 29.

WHAT’S NEXT? Portland continues it stretch of three road games in five days as it heads
to the east coast for games against the Carolina RailHawks on Thursday at 4 p.m.
(Pacific) and Charleston Battery on Saturday at 4:30 p.m. (Pacific). A live broadcast of
Thursday’s game will be available online at www.portlandtimbers.com. Saturday’s game
will air on 95.5 The Game. A live video webcast of both matches will be available through
USL Live - now a free service at www.usllive.com.

ABOUT PORTLAND TIMBERS
The Portland Timbers begin play in the Lamar Hunt U.S. Open Cup tonight in a first-round matchup against the Kitsap
Pumas of the Premier Development League. Tonight's match opens a stretch of three road games in five days this
week.

With a 1-0 win over the Impact last week at PGE Park, the Timbers extended their unbeaten streak in league
matches to eight and have won three straight. Portland has won four of its last five USL First Division matches and
has out-scored opponents 7-3 in that span. The Timbers' backline picked up its fifth shutout of the season on June 4
against Montreal, limiting the Impact to just two shots in the match. Portland's defense currently ranks second in the
USL First Division in the fewest goals allowed, conceeding just four goals in nine matches this season.

For the fourth time in six years, the Timbers enter the U.S. Open Cup on the road. The Timbers are 3-5-0 in U.S.
Open Cup matches and have advanced as far as the fourth round of the tournament. In 2004 and 2005, the Timbers
advanced to the fourth round and faced the San Jose Earthquakes of Major League Soccer in both seasons. Since
2001, the Timbers have faced a team from each level in the U.S. Soccer structure during the tournament.

The Timbers have faced only one other PDL side in the U.S. Open Cup. In 2007, forward Luc Harrington and midfielder
Lawrence Olum scored early to lead Portland to a 2-0 win over the Bakersfield Brigade on the road.

Last season, the Timbers were eliminated in the first round of the U.S. Open Cup with a 3-2 loss to Hollywood United
at PGE Park. Former Timbers forward Matt Taylor helped the U.S. Adult Soccer Association side stay in the game
with a pair of penalty kick goals, which allowed midfielder Earl Alexander to tally the game-winner in second-half
stoppage time.

The winner of tonight's match will advance to the second round, and play the winner to tonight's first-round contest
between the Sonoma County Sol (USASA) and Orange County Blue Star (PDL) on June 16. If the Timbers advance,
they'll travel to California for the second round, but if Kitsap advances, they will host the second-round game.

ABOUT KITSAP PUMAS
In their inaugural season, the Kitsap Pumas have qualified for their first appearance in the U.S. Open Cup and are one
of eight representatives from the Premier Development League in the tournament.

One of four professional teams in the PDL, the Pumas currently sit in first place in the Northwest Division - the same
division as the Timbers development team, the Timbers U-23s. Kitsap has won three of its last four and is the only
unbeaten team remaining in the Northwest Division. To earn a spot in the U.S. Open Cup, the Pumas recorded wins
over the Yakima Reds, Spokane Spiders and Cascade Surge in qualification matches.

In their last match, Kitsap recorded a 1-0 win over the Timbers U-23s on June 6 in Bremerton, Wash. Midfielder Matt
Friesen scored off of a free kick just outside the box following a foul on Timbers U-23s defender Daniel Leach.

Midfielder Tony Kerr and forward Stephen Phillips pace the team in scoring with four goals. Goalkeeper Dustyn
Brim ranks among league leaders in wins (4), shutouts (3) and goals-against average (0.40).
