
TONIGHT’S MATCH: After an eight-day layoff, the Portland Timbers return to action
tonight against the Montreal Impact at PGE Park. Tonight’s match is the second game
between the two clubs this month and the second of three scheduled regular-season
meetings in 2009.

TIMBERS RATTLE THUNDER 5-1 AT PGE PARK: Forward George
Josten and defender David Hayes each recorded a goal and an
assist to lead the Portland Timbers to a 5-1 win over the Minnesota
Thunder at PGE Park in their last match on June 19. Josten logged his
goal and assist in the first half to
help the Timbers build a 2-1 lead at
halftime. Hayes then guided the
Timbers to a three-goal outburst in
the second half to secure the win
and a new Timbers modern-

franchise record with an 11-game unbeaten streak.
Forward Takayuki Suzuki and defender Scot
Thompson each scored their first goals of the
season, while forward Mandjou Keita tacked on his
fourth to lead the Timbers to their highest-scoring
performance since 2005. Midfielder Ricardo Sanchez
scored for the Thunder, who had three players sent off
in the second half.

HAYES, JOSTEN SELECTED TO USL-1 TEAM OF THE
WEEK: On Tuesday, United Soccer Leagues announced
that Hayes and Josten were named to the USL First
Division Team of the Week for Week 11 following their
efforts in the team’s 5-1 win over Minnesota at PGE

ABOUT PORTLAND TIMBERS
After an eight-day break, the Portland Timbers return to action tonight against the Impact at PGE Park. Tonight's
match begins another busy stretch as the Timbers play their next four games in span of seven days, including a U.S.
Open Cup and exhibition match.

The Timbers enter tonight's fixture on an 11-match unbeaten streak in league play - the longest unbeaten streak in
modern franchise history. In their last match, the Timbers erupted for five goals in 5-1 victory over the Minnesota
Thunder on June 19 at PGE Park. The five-goal performance against Minnesota was the club's highest-scoring affair
since the 2005 season, when the Timbers defeated Atlanta 6-1 on Sept. 8, 2005 at PGE Park.

Portland currently sits in fourth place in the USL First Division, just five points behind first-place Puerto Rico. The
Timbers are unbeaten at home this season (5-0-1) and have out-scored opponents, 12-2, in USL First Division con-
tests. Portland's backline ranks among league leaders in fewest goals allowed, conceding just six goals through the
first 12 games of the season.

Tonight's match is second of three regular-season meetings between the Timbers and Impact this season. On June 4,
the Timbers sealed a 1-0 win over Montreal with a 90th minute goal by midfielder Keith Savage at PGE Park. Overall,
the Timbers are 6-3-2 against the Impact, including a 3-2-1 mark at home. Since 2007, the Timbers are unbeaten
against Montreal at home. The two clubs finish their 2009 season series Aug. 12 in Montreal.

After missing the past several matches due to injury, midfielder Ryan Pore and Tony McManus, forward Antouman
Jallow and defender Takuro Nishimura are all available for tonight's match.

The Timbers play host to Major League Soccer's Seattle Sounders FC on Wednesday at PGE Park at 7 p.m. in the
third round of the U.S. Open Cup. The third-round matchup is the first meeting between the Northwest rivals since
Seattle joined MLS in 2009. The Portland-Seattle rivalry dates back to 1975 and the two sides have squared off
dozens of times as opponents in the North American Soccer League and United Soccer Leagues First Division.

ABOUT MONTREAL IMPACT:
The Montreal Impact make a second trip to the Rose City this month to take on the Timbers at PGE Park. The Impact
are 5-1-1 over their last seven matches, with their only loss coming against the Timbers earlier this month. Since their
1-0 loss to the Timbers on June 4, the Impact have won three straight in league play.

On Tuesday, the Impact recorded their third straight league win with a 1-0 result over the Miami FC Blues at Saputo
Stadium. Defender Nevio Pizzolitto scored his first goal of the season in the 80th minute to lift Montreal to victory.
With the win, the Impact continue to climb the USL First Division table and currently sit in sixth place.

The Impact's winning streak includes a pair of 2-1 wins over Canadian rival the Vancouver Whitecaps. During their
streak, the Impact suffered a 6-1 loss to Toronto FC of Major League Soccer on June 18 in the final match of the
Nutrilite Canadian Championship.

Since 2001, Montreal is 3-6-2 against the Timbers and have been out-scored 10-6 in the all-time series between the
two clubs. The Impact are winless in their last three matches (0-2-1) at PGE Park, dating back to the 2007 season.
The club's last win over the Timbers in Portland took place on Aug. 31, 2006 - a 1-0 victory on a goal by Leonardo Di
Lorenzo in the 88th minute.

According to team reports, defenders Cedric Joqueviel (thigh) and Stefano Pesoli (knee) and midfielder Patrick
Leduc (foot) did not travel to Portland due to injuries. Forward Roberto Brown did not travel this weekend due to
personal reasons and is back home in Panama.

The Impact play host to the Haitian National Team in a special exhibition match on Wednesday, July 1 at Saputo
Stadium. Their next league game isn't until July 5 on the road against the Charleston Battery.
