ABOUT PORTLAND TIMBERS

The Portland Timbers face Germany's Bayern Munich Il tonight in an international exhibition at PGE Park. Tonight's
contest will be the Timbers’ third game in five days and ends a stretch of four straight games at home. Portland hits
the road for its next four matches before returning home on July 23.

Portland surrendered its first loss at home this season last night in a 2-1 result against Major League Soccer's
Seattle Sounders FC in the third round of the U.S. Open Cup. Seattle used two first half goals to eliminate the
Timbers from the tournament. The loss also ended an overall unbeaten run of 15 matches; the Timbers still have a 12-
game unbeaten streak in league play in tact. Forward Mandjou Keita scored for the Timbers.

Tonight's fixture is the second of three international exhibition matches for the Timbers this season. Since 2001, the
Timbers are 7-2-1 against international opponents in exhibition contests at PGE Park. The Timbers have played
against teams from England, Mexico and lItaly in previous exhibition matches, but tonight will mark the first time the
Timbers have faced a team from Germany. Earlier this season, the Timbers defeated Mexico's Club America reserves
4-1 at PGE Park. Both Takayuki Suzuki and Ryan Pore recorded a goal and assist over the Mexican second
division club.

The Timbers play host to English Premier League club Burnley FC in a friendly on July 25 at PGE Park. Burnley
recently earned promotion into the EPL with thrilling promotional-playoff victory at the end of the 2008-09 season.

Portland sits in third place in the USL First division and boasts one of the league’s best offenses and toughest
defenses. The Timbers rank second in total team goals (20) and share the league lead in fewest goal allowed this
season (6).

Following tonight's match, the Timbers travel to face the Minnesota Thunder on Saturday for their fourth match since
Sunday.

ABOUT BAYERN MUNICH II:

In Oregon for an eight-day preseason training camp, Bayern Munich Il plays its second and final match in the North-
west tonight against the Portland Timbers. A member of Germany'’s third division, Bayern Munich Il features the up-
and-coming players for top German club Bayern Munich, who competes in the Bundesliga, and several rising interna-
tional standouts for Germany - a three-time World Cup champion.

Bayern Munich 1l is led by recently named head coach Mehmet Scholl, who is preparing for his first season as a
professional coach this upcoming season. Scholl, 38, played professionally for 17 seasons with Bayern Munich,
appearing in 469 competitive matches and scoring 117 goals. He holds the Bayern Munich club record with a total of
21 trophies during his playing career, including eight Bundesliga championships and the 2001 Champions League title.
On the international stage, Scholl helped Germany capture the European Championship in 1996.

Their roster includes several players who have seen time with the club's first team, including defender Christian
Saba, as well as others with experience on the international stage, including forward Deniz Yilmaz and midfielder
Mehmet Ekici, who led the German U-17 National Team to a third-place finish in the 2007 FIFA U-17 World Cup, and
defender Bjorn Kopplin, who was on the German National Team that captured the 2008 UEFA U-19 Championship.

There are six players currently on Bayern Munich's first team who have worked their way up through the club's reserve
team, including goalkeeper Michael Rensing and German National Team members Philipp Lahm and Bastian
Schweinsteiger.

Bayern Munich Il began its preseason training camp in Portland, Ore., on June 26. Their time in the Oregon included
several training sessions at PGE Park and around the greater-Portland area, a coaching clinic for Oregon's youth
coaches, sight-seeing and two matches, including tonight's exhbition tilt. On Monday, Bayern Munich Il defeated
Eugene Metro FC 1-0 at Willamette High School in Eugene, Ore.

After tonight’s match, Bayern Munich Il is scheduled to return home and continue their preseason training in advance
of the 2009-10 3rd Liga season.

BAYERN MUNICH Il TEAM NOTES:

* Asstistant coach Gerd Mueller is one of the Bundesliga's all-time leading scorers. Mueller played professionally for
Bayern Munich from 1964-1979, playing along side legendary player Franz Beckenbauer. He recorded 365 goals in
427 Bundesliga matches, almost 100 goals more than the second-most successful Bundesliga scorer, Klaus Fischer.
Mueller also has 62 caps for the West German National Team and scored the winning goal in the 1974 World Cup
among his 68 international goals.

* Def. Christian Saba was a member of the Ghanaian U-23 National Team and earned 23 caps. He is the oldest
member of the team, born Dec. 29, 1978 (30).

* Mid. Tom Schuetz has 31 appearances with German youth national teams.

* For. Deniz Yilmaz has 77 caps while playing in the Turkish Youth National Team system.
