
TONIGHT’S MATCH: The Portland Timbers continue their stretch of road
matches tonight against the expansion Austin Aztex at Nelson Field. Tonight’s
contest marks the midway point in the Timbers’ 2009 USL First Division
season.

McMANUS’ STRIKE HELPS TIMBERS EARN 1-1 DRAW ON
THE ROAD: Midfielder Tony McManus scored his first goal of
the season as the Portland Timbers settled for a 1-1 draw
against the Minnesota Thunder on July 4 at the National
Sports Center. McManus put
the Timbers up 1-0 in the 63rd
minute with his first strike of
the season. But it was a late
push by the Thunder late in the

second half that allowed Jeremiah Bass to level
the score in second-half stoppage time.
McManus made his first league appearance in
nearly a month due to injury and forward Mandjou
Keita was credited with an assist to help Port-
land extend its unbeaten streak in league
matches to a modern-franchise record 13
games.

REACHING FOR THE TOP: The Timbers' unbeaten
run in regular-season action this season
matches the second longest unbeaten streak in
the USL First Division since 1998; the mark was
achieved previously by the Rochester Rhinos in
1998 and Richmond Kickers in 2000. The
Montreal Impact own the longest single-season
unbeaten streak in USL First Division history at
15 matches, going on a run of 10-0-5 in 2005.

DON’T MESS WITH TEXAS: Saturday’s match
against Austin in Texas marks the Timbers’ first
trip back to the Lone Star State since 2003, when
they last played the El Paso Patriots. The Aztex, along with the Cleveland City
Stars, are one of two expansion sides in the USL First Division this season.
Under head coach Gavin Wilkinson, Portland is 6-0-2 in matches against
expansion clubs during their inaugural season, including a 0-0 draw against
Cleveland back in May.

WHAT’S NEXT? The Timbers head to Miami, Fla., for a two-game, weekend
series against the Miami FC Blues on July 17 and July 19; kickoff is set for 5
p.m. (Pacific) and 3 p.m. (Pacific), respectively. Both matches will be broadcast
live online at www.portlandtimbers.com.

ABOUT PORTLAND TIMBERS
The Portland Timbers continue a stretch of four consecutive road fixtures tonight in Austin, Texas, as they take on the
expansion Austin Aztex. The Timbers make a two-game trip to face the Miami FC Blues next weekend before their
next home match on July 23 at PGE Park.

Tonight’s contest marks the Timbers’ halfway point in their 2009 USL First Division campaign. Since falling to the
Vancouver Whitecaps in the season opener on the road, Portland has assembled a modern-franchise record 13-game
unbeaten streak, going 7-0-6 since April 25. The Timbers’ unbeaten streak ranks among the longest in the USL First
Division over the last decade.

Portland (7-1-6, 27pts) opened its current series of road matches on July 4, with a 1-1 draw against the Minnesota
Thunder. Midfielder Tony McManus gave the Timbers the lead in the second half, but the Thunder responded in
second-half stoppage time to level the score. On the night, Portland forward Mandjou Keita was credited with his
second assist of the season on McManus' strike; he ranks second among the league leaders in scoring with 14
points.

With the draw last weekend, the Timbers are 1-1-5 on the road this season and have continued to match opponents
in scoring, 5-5. Portland has recorded draws in their last three league matches on the road.

For his efforts against Minnesota, McManus was named to the USL First Division Team of the Week for Week 13 on
Tuesday. It's McManus' first USL First Division Team of the Week selection as a member of the Timbers and he
becomes the 10th different Timbers player to earn the honor this season.

The Timbers travel to Austin for the first-ever meeting between the two clubs. It's the first of three scheduled, regular-
season meetings this season. Portland is 6-0-2 against expansion clubs during their inaugural seasons since 2007,
including a 0-0 draw against the Cleveland City Stars earlier this season.

Before their next home match, the Timbers take a trip to Miami, Fla., to face the Miami FC Blues in a two-game,
weekend series on July 17 and July 19. The two-game series marks the first meetings between the two clubs in 2009.

ABOUT AUSTIN AZTEX
After playing their last three regular-season matches on the road, the Austin Aztex return home to play host to the
Portland Timbers at Nelson Field in their lone match this week.

Austin snapped a seven-game winless stretch and opened their July schedule with a 1-0 win over the Cleveland City
Stars on July 3 on the road. Winless during the month of June (0-4-3), the Aztex’s victory on July 3 was the team’s
first  since May 29 - a 3-1 win over the Puerto Rico Islanders.

In their last match, the Aztex were handed a 4-1 loss by the Rochester Rhinos on the road. After a scoreless first half,
Rochester produced four goals in the second half to record the victory. Forward Eddie Johnson scored in the 84th
minute to help Austin avoid the shutout.

Austin (3-7-6, 15pts) opened its inaugural season in the USL First Division with a four-game unbeaten streak. Since
then, the club has turned in a 2-7-3 record and currently sits eighth in the table. Along with the Cleveland City Stars,
the Aztex have conceded a league-high 27 goals through their first 16 games this season; they are 0-6-1 when
allowing two or more goals in a game.

The Aztex were announced as a 2009 USL First Division expansion side in January 2008. Through the team's owner
and president, Phil Rawlins, the Aztex have a connection with English Premier League club Stoke City FC. Rawlins
is also an owner and director for the English side.

Saturday’s match against the Timbers is the first of three schedule matches this season between the two sides.
Austin and Puerto Rico meet against on Sept. 7 in Texas before rounding out the 2009-season series in Portland on
Sept. 11.

After tonight’s match, the Aztex travel to face the Minnesota Thunder on July 18. Their match next weekend is one of
four road matches for the Aztex this month.
