
TONIGHT’S MATCH: The Portland Timbers return to USL First Division action tonight on
the road against the Minnesota Thunder. Tonight’s match is the third and final regular-
season meeting between the two clubs.

BURNLEY CAPTURES SHOOTOUT WIN IN THRILLER WITH
TIMBERS: Forward George Josten and trialist midfielder Rodrigo
Lopez scored in each half as the Portland Timbers played English
Premier League club Burnley FC to a 2-2 draw in an international
exhibition before 9,078 at PGE Park Saturday. Burnley then captured
the win in a penalty-kick shootout.
The two sides traded leads
throughout the match, with the
Timbers striking first on a goal by
Josten. Burnley scored back-to-

back goals to take a lead 2-1, before Lopez delivered
the equalizer with in the final 10 minutes. Locked at 2-2
at the end of regulation, the game was decided in a
shootout from the penalty spot. Burnley converted four
of its first five attempts to capture the win on penalties
4-2. Burnley visited Portland while on a week-long
preseason tour of the United States. Burnley is
preparing for its return to the English Premier League,
England’s top tier, for the 2009-10 season where they
will face some of the world’s top clubs, including
Manchester United, Chelsea, Liverpool and Arsenal.

UNBEATEN STREAK AT 17 GAMES: With a scoreless
draw in their last league match against Puerto Rico on
July 23, the Timbers extended their USL First Division
record unbeaten streak to 17 games.

KEEL NAMED TO USL FIRST DIVISION TEAM OF THE
WEEK: United Soccer Leagues announced Tuesday
that Timbers defender Stephen Keel was named the
USL First Division Player of the Week for Week 16. Keel
aided in the Timbers’ ninth shutout of the season in the
team’s scoreless draw against Puerto Rico on July 23,
at PGE Park.

TIMBERS LOAN ANTOU JALLOW TO CLUB IN SWEDEN: On Tuesday, the Timbers
announced an agreement to loan forward Antouman Jallow to Swedish club Sandvikens
IF. Jallow, 28, will join Sandvikens IF, which competes in Sweden’s fourth division, for the
remainder of the club’s season.  A native of Uppsala, Sweden, Jallow appeared in two
league matches this season for Portland and scored a goal.

WHAT’S NEXT? The Timbers play host to three matches next week, starting with
Northwest rival the Vancouver Whitecaps on Thursday, Aug. 6, at PGE Park; kickoff is set
for 7 p.m. Following the Whitecaps, Portland faces the Charleston Battery Saturday, Aug.
8, and hosts its first Kids Day on Friday, Aug. 7.

ABOUT PORTLAND TIMBERS
The Portland Timbers return to USL First Division action tonight on the road against the Minnesota Thunder. The
Timbers played English Premier League club Burnley FC to a 2-2 draw in an international exhibition match last
weekend at PGE Park.

Portland enters tonight's match against Minnesota on a USL First Division record 17-game unbeaten streak. The
Timbers currently sit in second place in a two-way tie with the Puerto Rico Islanders and are just three points behind
the first-place Charleston Battery.

The Timbers (9-1-8, 35pts) finished their July schedule with a 2-0-3 record, including two shutouts, and out-scored
opponents 7-3.  Portland opens its seven-game August schedule tonight against the Thunder.

In its last two matches, the Timbers have recorded back-to-back shutouts, holding both the Miami FC Blues and
Puerto Rico without a goal; Portland has not allowed a goal since July 17 against Miami. In total, the backline has
logged nine shutouts on the season.

The Timbers are 11-5-12 all-time against the Thunder, including a 1-0-1 mark in the 2009 season series against
Minnesota. Tonight is the third and final contest between the two clubs during the regular season. In their last meeting
July 4, Minnesota found a late equalizer during second-half stoppage time to end the match in a 1-1 draw. The
Timbers have out-scored the Thunder 6-4 in their previous meetings this season, including a five-goal outburst in a 5-1
win over Minnesota on June 19, at PGE Park.

In their last four meetings in Minnesota, the Timbers and Thunder have played to a draw. Portland's last win in
Minnesota was a 2-1 result on June 15, 2006. The Timbers have not lost in Minnesota in nine games, dating back to
the 2003 season.

The Timbers are without the services of midfielder Tony McManus for tonight's match due to a league-imposed, one-
game suspension for yellow card accumulation.

Following tonight's match, the Timbers return home to play host to the Vancouver Whitecaps on Thursday, Aug. 6 at
PGE Park at 7 p.m. Tickets, starting at $11, are available through the PGE Park box office, area Ticketmaster
locations, online at www.ticketmaster.com or by phone at (800) 745-3000.

ABOUT MINNESOTA THUNDER
The Thunder (3-9-5, 14pts) wrap up a stretch of four consecutive home games tonight as they play host to the Port-
land Timbers at the National Sports Center.

Minnesota had a two-game winning streak broken in its last match on July 24, in a 2-1 loss to the Miami FC Blues at
home. Forward Paulo Araujo scored twice for the Blues before Minnesota sub Marco Terminesi pulled one back late
in the second half. With the loss, the Thunder finished their July schedule with a 2-2-1 record; they were out-scored 7-
6 despite recording two shutouts.

The Thunder currently sit in 10th place in the USL First Division standings and sit 10 points back of Miami in the final
playoff spot with 13 matches remaining on their regular-season schedule.

All-time, Minnesota is 2-5-7 against the Timbers at home and recorded its last win over Portland with a 1-0 result on
July 25, 2003. Forward Amos Magee, who is now an assistant coach with the Timbers, came off the bench as a late
sub and delivered the game-winner in the 92nd minute from 20 yards out to seal the win.

In their last meeting with Portland on July 4, midfielder Jeremiah Bass scored the equalizer in second-half stoppage
time to help the Thunder earn their share of the points in a 1-1 draw at the National Sports Center. Minnesota is 0-1-1
against Portland this season, and is 5-11-12 all-time versus the Timbers since 2001.

Following tonight's match, the Thunder embark on a five-game road trip, starting Sunday, Aug. 9, against the Montreal
Impact. Their road stretch includes a series of four games in 10 days. Minnesota's next home match is on Aug. 27,
against the Cleveland City Stars.
