
TONIGHT’S MATCH: The Portland Timbers play host to the Charleston Battery tonight in a
top-of-the-table matchup at PGE Park. Charleston moved into first place with a win last
night against the Vancouver Whitecaps.

TIMBERS CAPTURE CASCADIA CUP WITH WIN OVER VANCOU-
VER: Midfielder Ryan Pore scored his fifth goal of the season to
lead the Portland Timbers to a 1-0 win over the Vancouver White-
caps Thursday in front of 10,783 at PGE Park and capture the
Cascadia Cup. Pore scored his second goal in as many games in the
30th minute and the Timbers
backline, anchored by goalkeeper
Steve Cronin’s six saves, kept
the Whitecaps off the board to
record its 10th shutout of the

season. The victory also extends Portland’s USL First
Division record unbeaten streak to 19 matches. With
their second win over the Whitecaps this season,
Portland captured its first-ever Cascadia Cup – a fan-
based derby between the two Northwest rivals. The
cup is awarded annually to the team with the best
head-to-head record between the clubs. Portland
finished the season series against Vancouver with a 2-
1-0 record.

PORE NAMED TO USL FIRST DIVISION TEAM OF THE
WEEK: United Soccer Leagues announced Tuesday
that Timbers midfielder Ryan Pore was named to the
USL First Division Team of the Week for Week 17. It’s
his second Team of the Week selection this season.

TIMBERS UNBEATEN STREAK CLIMBS TO 19: With
the win over Vancouver Thursday, the Timbers’ USL
First Division record unbeaten streak is now at 19
games. Since falling to the Whitecaps in the season
opener on April 25, the Timbers have assembled a 10-
0-9 record over their last 19 league matches. The
previous league record for a single-season unbeaten
streak was 15 matches set by the Montreal Impact in
2005.

The Timbers face a two-game road trip next week, starting Wednesday,
Aug. 12 against the Montreal Impact at 4:45 p.m. (Pacific). Portland then faces the
Rochester Rhinos on Saturday, Aug. 15 at 4:35 p.m.

ABOUT PORTLAND TIMBERS
The Portland Timbers look to stretch their USL First Division record unbeaten streak to 20 games tonight as they play
host to the first-place Charleston Battery in a top-of-the-table matchup at PGE Park. Tonight's match features the
leagues' top two defenses, with both clubs having allowed a league-low 10 goals this season.

The Timbers enter tonight's match in a two-way tie for second place with the Carolina RailHawks at 39 points.
Charleston defeated the Vancouver Whitecaps 2-1 last night to regain the top spot in the USL First Division. The final
third of the season looks to be a tight race as the top four positions in the standings are only separated by six points.
The RailHawks host the Cleveland City Stars today at 4 p.m. (Pacific).

Portland is currently on a 20-game unbeaten run, which started on April 30, with a 0-0 draw against Carolina. The
Timbers have suffered just one loss this season, coming at the hand of the Whitecaps in their season-opening match
on April 25 in Vancouver. The Timbers are unbeaten at home this season against USL First Division opponents (7-0-
2), out-scoring teams 17-2 at PGE Park.

With a first half-strike from Ryan Pore, the Timbers defeated Vancouver 1-0 at PGE Park on Thursday to capture
their first Cascadia Cup. The shutout-victory was the Timbers' third clean sheet over their last four league games.
Portland has conceded just one goal since July 19 - a span of four games.

Portland and Charleston meet for the second time this season. In their previous meeting on June 13, forward Mandjou
Keita came off the bench to score the equalizer in the 84th minute to help the Timbers earn a 1-1 draw on the road.
Since 2001, the Timbers are 4-6-2 all-time against the Battery, but are 3-2-1 against Charleston at home. Portland's
last win over the Battery was Aug. 23, 2007, with a 1-0 result on a late strike by defender Justin Thompson.
Tonight's contest marks Charleston's lone scheduled visit to the Rose City this season; the two sides finish their 2009
season series on Aug. 28 in South Carolina.

Following tonight's match, the Timbers embark on a two-game road trip to face the Montreal Impact on Wednesday,
Aug. 12 at 4:45 p.m. (Pacific) and Rochester Rhinos on Saturday, Aug. 15 at 4:35 p.m. (Pacific). It will be the first
and only visit to both cities for Portland during the regular season.

ABOUT CHARLESTON BATTERY
The Charleston Battery play their second road game in two days tonight as they visit the Portland Timbers. Last night,
Charleston opened its road trip with a win over the Vancouver Whitecaps to return to the top of the table in first place
in the USL First Division.

On Friday, the Battery recorded their first-ever win in Vancouver with a 2-1 result over the Whitecaps. Charleston
scored both of its goals in the first half with strikes from forwards Darren Spicer and Randi Patterson. Goalkeeper
Dusty Hudock recorded five saves in the contest, including a crucial stop in the 90th minute.

Including their win over the Whitecaps, the Battery has won three straight and are unbeaten in their last five games.
During their five-game unbeaten stretch, the Battery has out-scored opponents 6-3. Earlier this season, Charleston put
together a 12-game unbeaten streak (6-0-6) between April 11 and June 13.

Tonight marks the Battery's only visit to Portland during the regular season. Since 2001, the Battery are 6-4-2 against
the Timbers and have earned points against their Northwest counterpart in each of their last four meetings. Since their
last loss to the Timbers on Aug. 23, 2007, Charleston is 2-0-2 against Portland, including a 1-0-1 record in its last two
matches at PGE Park. The Battery will host the third and final game of the 2009 season series against the Timbers
on Aug. 28 at Blackbaud Stadium.

Charleston returns home after tonight's match for a five-game homestand, starting Aug. 11 against the Cleveland City
Stars.
