ABOUT PORTLAND TIMBERS

On a 22-game unbeaten streak, the Portland Timbers take on the Miami FC Blues tonight at PGE Park as the two
sides close their 2009 season series. Tonight's contest is Miami's only visit to the Rose City during the regular
season.

With a win or a draw tonight against the Blues, the Timbers can become the first team in the league to secure one of
seven postseason spots.

Portland captured back-to-back road wins over the Montreal Impact (1-0) and Rochester Rhinos (4-1) last week to
extend its winning streak to four games. During the road trip, midfielder Ryan Pore scored two goals and one assist,
including the game-winning tally against the Impact. Pore has scored a goal in each of the Timbers last five matches
and has quickly joined the league's leaders in both goals and scoring.

Four consecutive victories have helped the Timbers maintain their position at the top of the USL First Division with 48
points - three points ahead of second-place Charleston Battery. Only seven points separate the top four teams in the
league.

The Timbers are 1-0-1 against the Blues (7-10-4, 25pts) this season. In their first meeting of the season, the Timbers
used a free-kick goal by defender David Hayes to earn a 1-1 draw on July 17. Portland followed the draw with a 3-0
win on July 19, to close out a two-game road trip to Miami and set the USL First Division record for the longest,
single-season unbeaten streak. All-time the Timbers are 4-3-2 against the Blues, including a 2-2-0 record at PGE
Park. In their last meeting at PGE Park on Sept. 4, 2008, Portland shut out Miami 4-0, including a strike from
defender Cameron Dunn.

Portland is 8-0-2 at PGE Park this season in league play and is the only club remaining in the USL First Division with
an unbeaten mark at home. The Timbers have allowed just three goals at home this season, while scoring 20.

Midfielder Johan Claesson remains unavailable for tonight's match; he re-injured his head against the Charleston
Battery on Aug. 8 at PGE Park. He returned to the training field this week. After taking a knock against Rochester,
Dunn is also unavailable for tonight's match due to injury.

Following tonight's match, the Timbers head east for another top-of-the-table clash with the Charleston Battery on
Friday, Aug. 28 at 5 p.m. (Pacific). It will be the final regular-season meeting this season between the two clubs.

ABOUT MIAMI FC BLUES

The Miami FC Blues open a two-game road trip to the Northwest and a run of four consecutive away matches tonight
against the Portland Timbers at PGE Park. Including tonight's match, the Blues play all four of their upcoming road
matches in a seven day span.

The Blues currently occupy eighth place in the USL First Division, and sit three points back of the Vancouver White-
caps in the final playoff spot and four points behind the Montreal Impact in sixth place. Miami has two games in hand
over both Vancouver and Montreal.

Miami was dealt its second consecutive shutout loss on Aug. 14, in a 1-0 result against the Minnesota Thunder at
home. The Blues have lost three of their last four matches (0-3-1) and have been held scoreless in each of the three
losses. Their only point over the last four games came from a 1-1 draw against the Impact on Aug. 1, using a 90th
minute goal from Alen Marcina level the score. Miami has been out-scored, 10-1, over its last four matches.

In two matches against the Timbers this season, Miami is 0-1-1. The two sides played two of their three regular-
season matches during a weekend series in southern Florida in July. In their first meeting on July 17, midfielder
Orlando Bueso gave the Blues a 1-0 lead that would stand until the 78th minute, when Timbers defender David
Hayes converted a free kick into the back of the net. On July 19, Miami conceded three goals in a 3-0 loss to the
Timbers. Since joining the USL First Division in 2006, Miami is 3-4-2 against the Timbers; the Blues have split the all-
time series in Portland 2-2-0.

In recent weeks, the Blues have signed two additional defenders in Brazilian international Junior Baiano and U.S. U-
20 National Teamer Gale Aghossoumonde. Miami and Agbossoumonde agreed to a three and a half year contract.

According to team reports, forward Tristan Bowen, who played in one match with the Los Angeles Galaxy of Major
League Soccer this season, and midfielder Nelson Pizarro, who was released by the Kansas City Wizards of MLS in
May, have traveled with the team on its road trip to the Northwest. Both have been added to the Blues' roster.

Following tonight's match, the Blues head north to face the Whitecaps on Sunday, in a matchup with playoff implica-
tions on the line.
