
TONIGHT’S MATCH: On a USL First Division-record 24-game unbeaten streak, the first-
place Portland Timbers square off against the Rochester Rhinos tonight at PGE Park.
Tonight’s contest is the third and final game of the regular-season series between the
two clubs.

UNBEATEN STREAK MOVES TO 24 GAMES WITH DRAW IN CHARLESTON:
The Portland Timbers stretched their USL First Division-record unbeaten streak to 24
games as they played the Charleston Battery to a scoreless draw at Blackbaud Stadium

on Aug. 28. In a matchup featuring two teams bound for the
postseason, the Timbers and
Battery battled through soggy
conditions as a heavy rain soaked
the field prior to kickoff, holding
scoring chances at a premium.
Goalkeeper Steve Cronin earned
his ninth shutout of the season,
defenders Stephen Keel and
Mamadou Danso made several

key stops and midfielders Ryan Pore and Brian
Farber paced the team with two shots a piece to help
the first-place Timbers earn a point on the road.  The
Timbers gained a one-man advantage in the 26th
minute, as Charleston midfielder Ian Fuller was shown
a straight red after charging at Pore inside the box.
Pore was also issued a caution as a result of the play
prior to the incident, making contact with a diving
Wiggans on a run through the area.

STREAK WATCH: With a scoreless affair in Charleston,
the Timbers pushed their USL First Division-record
unbeaten streak to 24 games. Portland’s streak is not
only a USL record, but it is also longer than Major
League Soccer’s longest unbeaten streak - 19 games
set by the Columbus Crew from July 3, 2004 - April 2,
2005. The previous USL First Division mark was 16
matches, set by the Montreal Impact in 2005. Since a 1-
0 loss to the Vancouver Whitecaps on April 25, the
Timbers are 14-0-10 over their last 24 matches.

ABOUT PORTLAND TIMBERS
The Timbers (14-1-10, 52pts) enter tonight's match in first place with a three point lead and two games in hand over
the second-place Carolina RailHawks, who were dealt a 1-0 loss last night by the Montreal Impact in Montreal. Having
already clinched a spot in the postseason, the Timbers need six points from their final five matches to lock up first-
place in the USL First Division.

Tonight's match begins Portland's compact September schedule, with five games over the next 15 days. Four of the
Timbers five regular-season matches will take place at PGE Park. Portland is the lone remaining team in the USL
First Division with an unbeaten record at home this season (9-0-2).

The Timbers are 2-0-0 against the Rhinos in 2009, including a 2-1 win at PGE Park back on May 14. Midfielder Brian
Farber gave the Timbers the lead and midfielder Ryan Pore secured the victory with a 90th-minute penalty-kick goal.
In the last meeting, Portland captured its first-ever win over the Rhinos in Rochester with a 4-1 result, receiving goals
from four different players. The Timbers have held a one-man advantage in both games against Rochester this sea-
son, seeing a Rhino sent off in each contest. Since 2001, the Timbers are 3-8-2 against the Rhinos, including a 2-3-1
record at PGE Park.

Portland finished the month of August with a scoreless draw against the Charleston Battery on Aug. 28. In their
busiest month of the regular season, the Timbers turned in a 5-0-2 record in August. Pore and forward Mandjou
Keita combined for 10 of the team's 13 goals last month.

Defender Stephen Keel and goalkeeper Steve Cronin were selected to the USL First Division Team of the Week for
Week 21, following their performances in the team's 0-0 draw against Charleston. It was the second Team of the
Week selection for both players in 2009.

The Timbers finish their 2009 regular-season road schedule on Monday, Sept. 7, against the Austin Aztex at 4 p.m.
(Pacific). It will be the first of two matchups between the two clubs next week; Austin visits Portland on Friday, Sept.
11.

ABOUT ROCHESTER RHINOS
The Rochester Rhinos (9-8-8, 35pts) make their second trip to the Rose City to take on the Portalnd Timbers tonight
at PGE Park. The Rhinos are in the midst of a four-game road trip and close a two-game swing through the Northwest
tonight against Portland.

Following last night's results around the league, the Rhinos dropped from fifth to seventh place in the USL First
Division table. However, they have a 10-point lead over the Miami FC Blues in eighth place. The top seven teams
advance to the postseason, which begins Sept. 24.

Rochester opened its first road trip since June with a 1-1 draw against the Vancouver Whitecaps on Aug. 29. Mid-
fielder Ze Roberto delivered the equalizer in the 80th minute against the Whitecaps to secure Rochester's share of
the points. Roberto was set up by former Vancouver defender Steve Kindel. The team's current four-match road trip
takes it to Portland, Puerto Rico and Miami before returning home on Sept. 13.

With a 6-4-2 record on the road this season, the Rhinos are the only team in the USL First Division with more away
victories than wins at home (3). They have also scored as many goals (15) on the road as they have at their home
venue, Marina Auto Stadium.

The draw against the Whitecaps extended the Rhinos winless stretch to four games (0-1-3), which has included three
consecutive draws. Their winless run began with a 4-1 loss to the Timbers on Aug. 15 at home, and since then,
Rochester played the Minnesota Thunder (3-3), Carolina RailHawks (0-0) and now Vancouver to draws. The Rhinos
have won just once in their last seven games (last win: Aug. 8 vs. Austin).

Entering the season, the Rhinos had an 8-1-2 record against Portland, but have dropped both games against the
Timbers this season. In their first meeting on May 14, defender Darren Kenton leveled the score despite being a man
short, but the Timbers captured the win on a late penalty kick goal by Ryan Pore. Last month, Rochester had a six-
game unbeaten streak at home against the Timbers snapped in a 4-1 loss to Portland. The Rhinos have a winning
record at PGE Park, with a mark of 3-2-1.

The team continues its road trip Sunday in Puerto Rico against the Islanders.
