
TONIGHT’S MATCH: The Portland Timbers are in position to win the Commissioner’s Cup
as the USL First Division’s regular-season champion tonight as they play host to the
Austin Aztex at PGE Park. Tonight’s contest caps a home-and-home set between the two
clubs this week.

LATE KEEL GOAL LIFTS TIMBERS TO ROAD WIN IN AUSTIN: Goalkeeper Steve
Cronin turned in his 10th shutout of the season and defender Stephen Keel scored late
to lift the Portland Timbers to a 1-0 win over the Austin Aztex Monday at Nelson Field. Keel

scored his first goal of the season in the 85th minute to help the first-
place Timbers secure the road
victory and stretch their lead in the
USL First Division standings.
Cronin logged four saves on the
way to his league-leading 14th win
of the season and midfielders
Brian Farber and Ryan Pore
each totaled four shots to lead
Portland, which has now recorded

six wins over its last eight games. Forward Gifton Noel-
Williams paced the team with two shots, goalkeeper
Miguel Gallardo recorded six saves and second-half
sub Jamie Watson provided a spark off the bench for
the Aztex. The Timbers controlled the tempo of the
match from the early going and maintained possession
for a majority of the contest, holding an 18-6 edge in
shots over Austin.

COMMISSIONER’S CUP IN SIGHT: With a win or draw
in tonight’s contest against the Aztex, the Timbers can
claim their second Commissioner’s Cup in modern-
franchise history. Portland last won the regular-season
title in 2004. The Commissioner's Cup winner enters the
USL First Division playoffs as the No. 1 seed and earns
a first-round bye to the semifinals.

KEEL EARNS TEAM OF THE WEEK HONORS: With his game-winning goal on Monday,
defender Stephen Keel was named to the USL First Division Team of the Week for Week
22; it was his third Team of the Week selection in 2009.

ABOUT PORTLAND TIMBERS
The Portland Timbers enter tonight's contest against the Austin Aztex in position to capture the Commissioner's Cup
as the USL First Division regular-season champion. The two sides close out a home-and-home set this week as well
as the regular-season series between them tonight in Austin's only visit to PGE Park.

With the Minnesota Thunder's victory over the Puerto Rico Islanders Thursday, the Timbers (15-2-10, 55pts) can claim
their second Commissioner's Cup in modern-franchise history with a win or draw against the Aztex. Portland last won
the regular-season title in 2004, assembling a league-best 18-7-3 (57pts) record.

The Commissioner's Cup winner enters the USL First Division playoffs as the No. 1 seed and earns a first-round bye
to the semifinals. The Timbers currently sit in first place with a five point lead and a game in hand over the second-
place Puerto Rico Islanders.

On Monday, the Timbers used an 85th-minte goal by defender Stephen Keel and four saves by goalkeeper Steve
Cronin to open their home-and-home set against the Aztex with a 1-0 road win. Portland is 2-0-0 against the Austin
this season, with both wins coming away from PGE Park. In their first-ever matchup, the Timbers used a stoppage-
time strike by midfielder Johan Claesson to secure a 2-1 win on July 11. Tonight marks the first time the USL First
Division-expansion Aztex have played at PGE Park.

The Timbers are 2-0-1 against USL First Division expansion teams this season. Under head third-year head coach
Gavin Wilkinson, the Timbers are 7-0-2 overall against expansion sides in their inaugural seasons.

With a total attendance of 114,140 through the first 12 regular-season home matches at PGE Park this season, the
Timbers are 14,369 fans shy of eclipsing the modern-franchise record for regular-season attendance at 128,509 fans
set last season. Including tonight's contest, Portland has three home matches remaining on its regular-season
schedule.

Portland welcomes the expansion Cleveland City Stars to PGE Park on Sunday, led by former assistant coach Rod
Underwood; kickoff is slated for 5 p.m. It will be the first of two matches against Cleveland as the Timbers wrap up
the 2009 regular-season campaign.

ABOUT AUSTIN AZTEX
The Austin Aztex venture to the Northwest for a two-game road trip to conclude their inaugural season in the USL First
Division. The Aztex make their first and only trip to the Rose City in 2009 as they finish their regular-season series
against the Timbers.

Austin, one of two USL First Division expansion clubs this season, enters tonight's contest on a three-game losing
streak. Since a 1-0 win over the Miami FC Blues on Aug. 29, the Aztex (4-16-8, 18pts (-2)) have suffered losses in
road matches to the Vancouver Whitecaps and Miami as well as their home finale against the Timbers on Monday.

On the road this season, the Aztex are 1-11-1. They have capture all three points on the road this season against the
Cleveland City Stars - the league's other expansion club. Their lone road win came with a 1-0 result on July 3, using a
strike from midfielder Sullivan Silva in the 30th minute. Austin has allowed 30 of its league-high 48 goals this season
on the road.

The Aztex looked as though they would hold off the Timbers for a scorless draw on Monday, until defender Stephen
Keel scored in the 85th minute to hand Austin a 1-0 loss. Forward Gifton Noel-Williams paced the team with two
shots, goalkeeper Miguel Gallardo recorded six saves and second-half sub Jamie Watson provided a spark off the
bench for the Aztex. Austin nearly rallied for a draw against Portland in its first-ever meeting on July 11, when Noel-
Williams tallied the 1-1 equalizer in the 90th minute. However, the Timbers earned all three points when midfielder
Johan Claesson delivered the game winner in second-half stoppage time. Tonight's match caps a home-and-home set
against the Timbers this week.

Over its inaugural USL First Division season, Austin as had 33 different players make an appearance for the club this
season. The Aztex wrap up the 2009 campaign on Sunday against the Vancouver Whitecaps at Swangard Stadium.
