
TONIGHT’S MATCH: The 2009 Commissioner’s Cup-champion Portland Timbers play host
to the Cleveland City Stars tonight as the two sides continue their regular-season series
at PGE Park. Portland and Cleveland will meet again on Thursday, Sept. 17.

TIMBERS FALL 2-1 TO AUSTIN AZTEX FRIDAY: Second-half goals by midfielder Ryan
McMahen and defender Lyle Adams led the Austin Aztex to a 2-1 win over the Portland
Timbers Friday before 10,141 at PGE Park. After scoring an own goal in the first half, the
Aztex rallied behind McMahen’s first strike of the season and the game winner by Adams

in the 82nd minute to secure their second road win of the season.
Adams scored his third goal of the
season, midfielder Mike Callahan
recorded an assist and goalkeeper
Miguel Gallardo recorded eight
saves to help the Aztex end a
three-game losing skid. Forward
Mandjou Keita logged a game-
high six shots, goalkeeper Steve
Cronin made seven saves of his

own and defender David Hayes set up several
chances for the Timbers who out-shot the Aztex, 23-
12, but suffered their second straight loss at home.
Portland’s goal was the result of Austin defender David
Horst’s own goal in the 29th minute.

2009 COMMISSIONER’S CUP CHAMPS: With
Carolina’s 2-1 victory over Puerto Rico Saturday night,
the Timbers won the 2009 USL First Division
Commissioner’s Cup as the regular-season champion. It
is Portland’s second Commissioner’s Cup in modern-
franchise history, last winning the regular-season title
in 2004, assembling a league-best 18-7-3 (57pts)
record. As the Commissioner’s Cup winner, the Timbers
will enter the USL First Division playoffs as the No. 1
seed and receive a first-round bye to the semifinals.

COME ONE, COME ALL: The Timbers are in position to
set a new modern-franchise record for regular-season attendance tonight at PGE Park.
Through 13 regular-season home matches, the Timbers have drawn 124,281 fans, just
4,228 shy of the modern-franchise mark of 128,509 set last season.

(503) 553-5555. Starting at just $28, playoff packages include tickets to both possible
home playoff games at PGE Park, presented by Spirit Mountain Casino.

ABOUT PORTLAND TIMBERS
The Timbers close a stretch of three games in seven days tonight as they play host to the Cleveland City Stars at
PGE Park. Tonight's fixture is the first of two games between the two sides in the Rose City over the next five days.

With a loss by the Puerto Rico Islanders last night, Portland won its second USL First Division Commissioner's Cup
in modern-franchise history. The Timbers occupy first place with a record of 15-3-10 (55pts) and will advance to the
postseason for a sixth time since joining the league in 2001. They receive a first-round bye into the semifinal round
slated for Oct. 1-4.

On Friday, the Timbers were dealt their second straight home loss in a 2-1 result to the Austin Aztex. It was also the
Timbers' second loss in the last three matches. Portland had sustained just one loss in its first 25 games of the 2009
campaign. Friday's match was also the Timbers' first loss in their last 10 matches against an expansion team in its
inaugural season.

Portland faces the City Stars for just the second time this season. Led by former Timbers assistant coach Rod
Underwood, Cleveland and Portland played to a scoreless stalemate in the first-ever matchup on May 9 in Ohio. The
Timbers out-shot the City Stars 24-4; midfielder Ryan Pore and forward Mandjou Keita each took four attempts to
pace the team. Goalkeeper Steve Cronin did not have to make save to earn his first shutout of the season.

The Timbers backline has allowed a league-low 17 goals in 28 games this season. The team's modern-franchise
record for the fewest goals allowed in a single-season is 18, set back in 2007. Portland's defense is also one shutout
away from reaching the team's modern-franchise mark for clean sheets in a single season (14), also set back in
2007. Former goalkeeper Josh Wicks tallied all 14 shutouts for the team that season.

After tonight's contest, the two clubs meet again on Thursday as the Timbers wrap up their regular-season schedule.
Thursday is Fan Appreciation Night at PGE Park, featuring the team's annual Jersey-Off-Our-Back auction and post-
game fireworks. The USL First Division playoffs begin Sept. 24.

ABOUT CLEVELAND CITY STARS
The Cleveland City Stars, one of two USL First Division expansion clubs, embark on a three-game road stretch to end
the 2009 season. Starting with tonight's match, the City Stars will play two games against the Timbers before finishing
the campaign with the Vancouver Whitecaps.

The City Stars are in 11th place in the league standings. With a 3-17-7 record, the City Stars have been eliminated
from postseason contention, but could still climb out of the bottom spot in the USL First Division, just five points back
of the 10th-place Austin Aztex.

Since defeating the Minnesota Thunder 1-0 at home on Aug. 22, the City Stars have dropped their last two matches,
including their home finale on Sept. 5, against the Montreal Impact. Cleveland's win over the Thunder in late August
snapped a 13-game winless stretch and was the club's first victory since June 13.

On the road this season, Cleveland is 1-10-1 and has been out-scored 30-8. The team's lone road victory was back on
May 16 against Minnesota. Overall, the City Stars have conceded 48 goals through 27 games - the second-highest
total in the USL First Division.

The City Stars battled the Timbers to a 0-0 draw on May 9, in their first-ever meeting. Goalkeeper Hunter Gilstrap
logged 11 saves in that match, earning USL First Division Player of the Week honors for Week 5. Forward Ricardo
Pierre-Louis was just one of three players to attempt a shot in that match for Cleveland and took two of the team's
four total shots; Cleveland was out-shot 24-4 and did not have a corner kick.

After winning the 2008 USL Second Division championship, the City Stars were promoted to the USL First Division
prior to the season. In February, the club hired former Timbers assistant coach Rod Underwood as the head coach.
Underwood had served as an assistant in Portland from 2007-08.

In its inaugural campaign in the USL's top flight, Cleveland has seen 30 different players make an appearance for the
club, including goalkeeper Chris Seitz on loan from Major League Soccer's Real Salt Lake in the season opener.
Seitz also started a pair of matches for the Timbers early in the season while Steve Cronin was out with injury.

After finishing their 2009 season series against Portland, the City Stars visit the Vancouver Whitecaps to close out the
season in Burnaby, B.C.
