Jason Hotchkin guided the Cleveland City Stars to a 1-0 win over the Portland Timbers on
Sunday in front of 9,157 at PGE Park. Cleveland handed Portland its second straight loss.

Hotchkin delivered his second goal
of the season to lead the City Stars
to their second road victory of the
season. Goalkeeper Evan Bush
recorded eight saves on the night
to keep the Timbers off the board.
Forward Mandjou Keita and
midfielder Ryan Pore combined for
10 shots, and forward Kevin Forrest contributed
three shots off the bench for the Timbers, who have
lost three of their last four matches.

REACHING NEW HEIGHTS: In the match against
Cleveland on Sunday, the Timbers set a new modern-
franchise record for regular-season attendance. The
Timbers have attracted 133,438 fans through their first
14 league home matches this season, breaking the
previous mark of 128,509 set in 2008.

RACE TO THE FINISH: Keita currently holds a four-
point lead in the race for the USL First Division scoring
title as the highest scoring player in the league. With 11
goals and six assists, Keita sits at 28 points, while
Puerto Rico’s Cristian Arrieta has 24 points (10 goals, 4
assists) and Vancouver’s Charles Gbeke and
Rochester’'s Johnny Menyongar each have 23.

The Timbers face the City Stars in their
regular-season finale tonight at PGE
Park. Cleveland leads the season series
through the first two games.

ABOUT PORTLAND TIMBERS

The Portland Timbers close out the 2009 regular season tonight as they play host to the Cleveland City Stars at PGE
Park. It's the third and final meeting between the two clubs this season and the second matchup between the two in
the last five days in Portland.

The Timbers (15-4-10, 55pts) occupy first place in the USL First Division table and have won the 2009
Commissioner's Cup as the regular-season champion. Portland has retained its position in the standings even with
losses in three of their last four matches.

Tonight's contest is the Timbers' regular-season home finale. Since 2001, the Timbers are 6-2-0 in their final regular-
season match at PGE Park.

Last weekend, the Timbers were handed their third straight defeat at home in a 1-0 loss to the City Stars. A first-half,
free-kick goal by Jason Hotchkin sealed the win despite the Timbers' 24 shots on goal. In two matches against
Cleveland this season, Portland has recorded 20-plus shots in each match, but has yet to find the back of the net.
Earlier this season, the two clubs played to a 0-0 draw in Ohio.

Forward Mandjou Keita enters the week with a four-point lead in the race as the USL First Division Scoring Cham-
pion. Keita has 28 points from 11 goals and six assists in 28 matches this season; he would become the first Tim-
bers player to win the honor since McKinley Tennyson in 2002. He is also in a three-way tie for the league's goal-
scoring crown. Keita, along with Vancouver's Charles Gbeke and Rochester's Johnny Menyongar, each have 11
strikes on the season. The last Timbers player to earn that title was Alan Gordon in 2004.

In tonight's game, Portland's backline has a chance to match a modern-franchise record for the fewest goals allowed
in a single season. The Timbers have conceded a league-low 18 goals this season, which is also the current mark
first set back in 2007.

The Timbers will be without midfielder Ryan Pore for tonight's match due to a one-game, league-imposed suspension
for yellow card accumulation. Defender Mamadou Danso will not be available for tonight's match due to an injury
sustained in training this week and midfielder Alex Nimo is questionable after a minor quad strain in Sunday's match
against Cleveland.

Following tonight's match, the Timbers will have a two-week break before entering the USL First Division playoffs in
the semifinal round scheduled for Oct. 1-4. They received a first-round bye as the Commissioner's Cup champion.

ABOUT CLEVELAND CITY STARS

The Cleveland City Stars play the Portland Timbers for the final time this season as they continue their three-game
road swing through the Northwest to end their inaugural season in the USL First Division. They open a stretch of
matches on back-to-back nights this evening to conclude the regular season.

Cleveland (4-17-7, 19pts) is in last place in the USL First Division, but sits two points behind the idle Austin Aztex and
has a chance to climb out from the bottom of the table over their final two matches.

After ending a 13-game winless stretch on Aug. 22, the City Stars have won two of their last four games, including last
weekend's contest against the Timbers at PGE Park. Sunday's victory also ended string of consecutive losses
against the Minnesota Thunder and Montreal Impact.

A free-kick goal by midfielder Jason Hotchkin led the City Stars to a 1-0 win over the Timbers on Sept. 13, at PGE
Park. Led by goalkeeper Evan Bush's eight saves, the City Stars fought off 24 shots by the Timbers to pick just their
second road win of the campaign. In both matches this season against Portland, Cleveland has endured 20-plus
shots, but has come away with a clean sheet each time. In their first matchup back in May, Hunter Gilstrap made 11
saves in a scoreless affair in Ohio.

Both Hotchkin and Bush were selected to the USL First Division Team of the Week for Week 23, following the match
against the Timbers last weekend.

The City Stars are 2-10-1 on the road this season and have been out-scored by a margin of 30-9. Overall, Cleveland
has conceded 48 goals this season through 28 matches, the third-highest total in the USL First Division.

Cleveland wraps up its first season in the USL First Division on Saturday against the Vancouver Whitecaps in
Burnaby, B.C. Their matchup against Vancouver will be televised on Fox Soccer Channel.
