
TONIGHT’S MATCH: The 2009 Commissioner’s Cup-champion Portland Timbers open play
in the USL First Division playoffs with a two-game, aggregate-goal semifinal series
against the Northwest rival Vancouver Whitecaps on the road.

JOSTEN SCORES TWO, LEADS TIMBERS TO VICTORY: A pair of goals by forward
George Josten guided the Portland Timbers to a 2-1 victory over the Cleveland City
Stars in their regular-season finale before 12,567 at PGE Park on Sept. 17. The win
helped the Timbers snap a two-game losing skid. Portland enters the postseason as the

USL First Division’s No. 1 seed after capturing the 2009
Commissioner’s Cup as the
regular-season champion, earning
a first-round bye to the semifinal
round slated for Oct. 1-4. Josten
recorded his first two-goal
performance of the season,
midfielder Johan Claesson and
forward Mandjou Keita each
earned an assist to lead the

Timbers. Goalkeeper Steve Cronin logged two saves
to record his 15th win of the campaign, matching a
modern-franchise record set in 2004. Midfielder Ryan
Stewart tallied his second goal of the season and
forward Teteh Bangura attempted three shots to pace
Cleveland.

SEMIFINAL SERIES BREAKDOWN: The semifinal series
is an aggregate-goal series. A winner will be deter-
mined by the team with the highest combined score
from both matches. If the score is tied after both
matches, the two sides will play a 30-minute series
overtime period - in its entirety - upon the conclusion of
the second game. If the teams are still even after
overtime, the series will be decided by FIFA penalty
kicks. The series winner will advance to the champion-
ship round, starting Oct. 9.

KEITA CROWNED SCORING CHAMP: On. Sept. 23, United Soccer Leagues announced
Timbers forward Mandjou Keita as the USL First Division Scoring Champion. He finished
the regular season as the league’s leading scorer with 29 points. Keita, 29, recorded 11
goals and seven assists in 29 games this season to reach 29 points. He becomes the
second Timbers player in modern-franchise history to achieve the honor; forward
McKinley Tennyson was recognized as the league’s leading scorer in 2002. He is the
sixth Timbers player since 2001 to record 10-plus goals in a single season.

WHAT’S NEXT? The Timbers play host to the Whitecaps in the second game of the two-
game semifinal series on Sunday at PGE Park at 4 p.m., presented by Spirit Mountain
Casino. Tickets, starting at $14 in advance, are available through the PGE Park box office,
area Ticketmaster outlets, online at www.ticketmaster.com or by phone at (800) 745-
3000. Sunday’s match will be broadcast live on Fox Soccer Channel.

ABOUT PORTLAND TIMBERS
After a first-round bye in the USL First Division playoffs, the Portland Timbers open postseason play this week as
they face the Vancouver Whitecaps in a two-game, aggregate-goal semifinal series, starting tonight in Vancouver.

The Timbers finished the 2009 regular season at the top of the table, winning the USL First Division Commissioner's
Cup for the second time in modern franchise history. As the regular-season champion, Portland received a first-round
bye in the postseason. The team's season also included a record-setting 24-game unbeaten streak.

Portland advances to the postseason for the sixth time in nine USL First Division seasons, and makes its second
appearance in the semifinals. The Timbers last trip to the semifinal was in 2007, taking the Atlanta Silverbacks to
penalty kicks before falling in the series.

The Timbers ended the regular season scoring a league-high 45 goals and tied for the league-lead in fewest goals
allowed (19). Portland is 6-1-8 on the road this season.

Since 2001, the Timbers are 9-18-8 against the Whitecaps in regular-season matchups and have a 1-14-2 mark in
Vancouver. Portland was 2-1-0 against Vancouver in 2009, and claimed the Cascadia Cup - a fan-based, head-to-head
derby between the Northwest rivals. The loss to the Whitecaps in the Timbers' season opener was the team's only
road loss of the entire campaign. The club's lone road win over the Whitecaps took place on May 23, 2004.

The two clubs have met twice previously in the postseason. After being swept in a two-game series in 2002, the
Timbers defeated the Whitecaps 3-1 on aggregate in the first round of the 2007 playoffs. With the series win in 2007,
the Timbers advanced to their first-ever USL First Division semifinals. The Timbers are 1-3-0 in playoff matches
against the Whitecaps since 2001, including a 0-2-0 playoff record in Vancouver.

The Timbers host the second leg of the semifinal series on Sunday at PGE Park at 4 p.m., presented by Spirit
Mountain Casino. Sunday's match will be televised live on Fox Soccer Channel. The winner of the Portland-Vancouver
series will advance to the championship round against the winner of the series between the Montreal Impact and
Puerto Rico Islanders.

ABOUT VANCOUVER WHITECAPS
The Vancouver Whitecaps play host to the Portland Timbers in the opening match of a two-game semifinal series. The
Northwest rivals meet for the third time in the postseason since 2001.

Vancouver finished the regular season in seventh place and clinched the final playoff spot. Over the final nine matches
of the regular-season, the Whitecaps suffered just one loss (1-0 @ Montreal on Sept. 9) and finished the campaign
with back-to-back victories.

In their 2009 season series against the Timbers, the Whitecaps were 1-2-0, capturing a 1-0 win at home on April 25.
Portland then swept both matchups at PGE Park. However, Vancouver owns an 18-9-8 record against the Timbers
since 2001, including a 14-1-2 record over the Timbers at home. Including the win back in April, the Whitecaps have
won three straight over Portland in Vancouver.

The defending-champion Whitecaps defeated the No. 2 seeded Carolina RailHawks in the first round of the USL First
Division playoffs by an aggregate score of 1-0. Forward Randy Edwini-Bonsu scored the decisive goal in the 77th
minute of the Game 1 of the series at home. Goalkeeper Jay Nolly posted consecutive shutouts against the
RailHawks, who owned the third-highest producing offense in the league. The Whitecaps, who also won the league
title in 2006, advances to the semifinals for a second straight season and for a third time in four seasons.

Including the playoff series against the RailHawks, the Whitecaps are on a four-game unbeaten streak and have a 10-
3-3 record at home this season.

Vancouver makes its third visit to PGE Park this season on Sunday for the final leg of the semifinal series against the
Timbers at 4 p.m.
