ABOUT PORTLAND TIMBERS

Down by a goal, the top-seeded Portland Timbers return home to conclude their two-match, aggregate-goal semifinal series
against Northwest rival the Vancouver Whitecaps tonight at PGE Park. The series winner will advance to USL First Division
finals against the winner of the Montreal-Puerto Rico series.

To advance to its first USL First Division championship series, Portland must out-score the Whitecaps by two goals, and can
tie the series with a single goal. If the series is tied at the end of regulation tonight, it will continue in overtime.

The Whitecaps took a 2-1 lead in series opener Thursday in Vancouver. Timbers midfielder Ryan Pore slotted home a
penalty kick attempt in the 44th minute to level the score at 1-1. Defender Lyle Martin was called for a hand ball in the box to
set up the chance from the spot.

Thursday's contest was the first time all season that the Timbers had allowed multiple goals on the road, and was just the
team's second road loss of the campaign - the other was also in Vancouver on April 25.

The Timbers and Whitecaps have met twice previously in the postseason - 2002 and 2007. In their last playoff matchup in
2007, the Timbers rallied back from a one-goal deficit following the first leg with a 3-0 victory in the second leg at PGE Park
to capture a 3-1 aggregate win in the first round; the win propelled Portland into its first semifinals appearance.

During the regular season, the Timbers were 2-1-0 against the Whitecaps and as a result won the Cascadia Cup - a fan-
based, head-to-head derby between the Northwest rivals. Portland won both matchups this season at PGE Park and held
Vancouver scoreless in those matches, including a 2-0 win on May 30.

Since 2001, the Timbers are 8-4-6 at home against the Whitecaps in regular season matches. Overall, Portland is 9-18-8
against Vancouver since joining the USL First Division.

The Timbers ended the 2009 regular season with a league-high 45 goals and tied for the league-lead in fewest goals
allowed (19). They boasted one of the best home records in the USL First Division with a 10-3-2 mark, out-scoring oppo-
nents 27-10. Portland is the top seed in the playoffs after capturing the 2009 Commissioner's Cup as the regular-season
champion.

Portland has advanced to the postseason for the sixth time in nine USL First Division seasons, and has reached the

semifinals for the second time in three seasons. The Timbers last trip to the semifinal was in 2007, taking the Atlanta
Silverbacks to penalty kicks before falling in the series.
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TIMBERS GAME NOTES

New this season, the USL First Division Championship will also be a two-game, aggregate-goal series. The championship
series will take place over the next two weekends.

* GK Steve Cronin was named the 2009 USL First Division Goalkeeper of the Year on Wednesday. He ranks among league
leaders in goals-against average (0.68), shutouts (10), games played (28) and wins (15).

* Def. David Hayes is one of our finalists for the league's Defender of the Year; he received his third consecutive All-League
First-Team selection earlier this week.

* Mid. Ryan Pore scored his third penalty-kick goal of the season Thursday in Vancouver.

* For. George Josten, who scored two goals in his last match at home on Sept. 17, paced the team with two shots against

the Whitecaps on Thursday.

ABOUT VANCOUVER WHITECAPS

The Vancouver Whitecaps take a 2-1 lead over the Portland Timbers into the final match of their semifinal series tonight in
the Rose City. The defending-champion Whitecaps defeated the Timbers 2-1 on Thursday in Vancouver in Game 1 of the
aggregate-goal series.

2009 USL First Division goal-scoring champ Charles Gbeke turned in a three-point performance Thursday to lead the
Whitecaps to their second straight home playoff victory and a lead in the series. The Whitecaps are 2-0-1 this postseason
and are currently on a five-game unbeaten streak.

Vancouver, who also won the USL First Division title in 2006, defeated the No. 2 Carolina RailHawks in the first round by an
aggregate score of 1-0 to advance to the semifinals for a second consecutive season. Forward Randy Edwini-Bonsu scored
the decisive goal and goalkeeper Jay Nolly posted consecutive shutouts in the series against the RailHawks.

The Whitecaps make their third visit to PGE Park in 2009. In the two previous meetings this season against the Timbers in
Portland, the Whitecaps were shutout twice in a pair of losses. The last time two clubs met in a playoff match at PGE Park
was in 2007. The Whitecaps were handed a 3-0 loss in that match, and were knocked out of the playoffs in the first round.
Since 2001, the Whitecaps have a regular-season record of 4-8-6 at PGE Park.

During the regular season, the Whitecaps were 2-7-6 on the road and were edged 21-16 in scoring. Their last road victory
was July 31 against the Rochester Rhinos; forward Marlon James scored twice in the club's 3-1 win.

Vancouver won four its last seven regular-season matches to finish the campaign in seventh place and clinch the final
playoff spot. The club makes its 13th consecutive postseason appearance in 2009.

With a win or draw tonight, the Whitecaps will make their third trip to the USL First Division finals in four seasons. The winner
of the Portland-Vancouver series faces the winner of the other semifinal series between Montreal and Puerto Rico for the
USL First Division title.
